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01. Can I please get a copy of the 72 hour review that following a patient safety incident which occurred on 08/10/2025 in Theatres. The Inphase was logged on 10/10/2025?
Section 40(2) - Personal Information

The information requested relating to the 72 hour review is exempt from disclosure under section 40(2) of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.

The requested record contains personal data relating to identifiable individuals. This includes information that relates to those individuals in a professional and/or personal capacity. Disclosure of this information would constitute a disclosure of personal data to the public at large.

Under section 40(2), information is exempt if disclosure would contravene any of the data protection principles set out in Article 5 of the UK GDPR and section 34 of the Data Protection Act 2018.

In this case, disclosure would breach the first data protection principle, which requires personal data to be processed lawfully, fairly and transparently. The Trust has identified no lawful basis under Article 6 of the UK GDPR that would permit disclosure of this personal data under FOIA. 

In particular:

The individuals concerned would not reasonably expect their personal data, recorded as part of an internal 72 hour review process, to be disclosed into the public domain.

As section 40(2) is an absolute exemption, the public interest test does not apply.
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
